John and I are greeted weekly with gift bags of recyclables 
on our porch. We transfer it to our garage until we can!t 
get through to the washing machine. When the garage 
runneth over, I send out an email that John, bless him, will 
be taking a trip  to Far West Fibers. The vision was to 
make it easy not to load up  the landfill and use the least 
amount of gas and time to get a maximum amount of non-
curb-side recyclables to a new life.

Gradually, neighbors started to offer to help  John with 
sorting and driving to the Recycle Center. That has allowed 
good getting acquainted time. Neighbors are reaching out 
to each other for things like occasional child care or 
sharing the growing of vegetables that can be traded. Our 
side walk and driveway were quickly and quietly shoveled 
off by younger neighbors during the winter snow.

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April Town Hall Meeting

The Bookstore has been on the mind of the Board for several months. We believe we can get better use of this space, which 
is at such a premium in the church. An informal vote unanimously supported making some changes. Leon Taylor from the 
Board asked participants to share their ideas regarding the bookstore and the space. Most agreed that the Bookstore was 
less important than it had been in the past because there are less expensive sources for most non-Unity books. The group 
was enthused to hear we have recently added a way to tap  into Amazon.com as an income source. The level of volunteer 
support required by the bookstore operation has also been an issue. Although some fondness was expressed for the 
bookstore, the strong consensus was that we could make better use of the space while still keeping foundational Unity 
material available. Some people thought the area should house the library, (which opened a brief discussion of the library 
itself). Although a few groups have used the area for meetings already, they said the current set up  is pretty confining. Some 
of the issues that need to be addressed are:

¥ How to reduce the inventory to the desired products
¥ Would anything besides books be sold
¥ Can the space be partitioned
¥ What will the relationship between Bucks, Books and Ticket sales be
¥ Is a ÒBridal RoomÓ a fit for this space
¥ What uses should be promoted and what furnishings would be required

A team of Leon Taylor, ElVida Frothingham and Ginny Meade will explore these questions and present recommendations to 
the Board. 
 
The Y.O.U. sponsors, Zeb  Walter and Robin Lindeen - Blakeley gave a report on the Y.O.U. fund raising success and plans 
for the Northwest Region rally.

On another topic Rev. Debbie Taylor announced the filling of temporary Music Coordinator position by Marvella McPartland 
while continuing a formal application process for the permanent position. 

We talked about Fundraisers and whether to have our traditional Rummage Sale. Willa Fox suggested that instead of 
promoting a large rummage sale as in years past, we help  organize several Garage Sales with families donating the 
proceeds to UB. This idea generated much enthusiasm and seven people at the meeting indicated a willingness to help 
make this effort a success. Look for more information about these sales in the coming weeks! 

Other fundraising ideas included promotion of tithing on unexpected income, adopt-a-bill during the summer months and 
Cabaret Evenings with local musicians that Marvella offered to organize and present.

The final discussion was about whether to go to a single Service during the summer. The group was split on the suggestion 
of one Service or two, but were in consensus that if it were to be one Service it would be at 10. Some felt that since this 
topic wasn!t announced ahead of time, we didn!t hear much from those who attend the early Service. This issue was taken 
into discernment. 

Our next Town Hall meeting is scheduled for June. We hope to see you there.
